Aredl je najvyznamnej$ou lokalitou zidovského kulturneho dedié¢stva

v Bardejove. Komplex Zidovskych ritudlnych stavieb pozostava zo Starej
synagdgy, domu zhromazdenia (hebr. bet hamidra$), ritudlneho kipela
(hebr. mikve), expanznej veze a kotolne.

Stard synagdga bola vyhldsend za ndrodnu kultirnu pamiatku

v roku 1970, mikve a bet hamidras v roku 2000. V tom istom roku

bolo historické jadro mesta Bardejov spolu so Zidovskym suburbiom
zapisané do Zoznamu svetového kultirneho a prirodného

dedi¢stva UNESCO.

Synagoga Chevra Bikur Cholim

KLASTORSKA 10, 085 01 BARDEJOV

V roku 1929 zidovsky spolok starostlivosti o chorych (hebr. Chevra
Bikur Cholim) prebudoval jeden z domov na synagégu na dnesnej
Klastorskej ulici. Najreprezentativnejsi priestor synagdgy predstavuje
modlitebna sala. Lavice st obratené na vychodnt stenu. Medzi dvoma
gotickymi oknami je umiestnend schranka s Térou. Cely interiér zdobia
dekorativne ornamentalne malby. Synagdga prezila 2. svetovi vojnu
bez poskodenia vdaka hrdinstvu Anny Koperniechovej. V obdobi
komunistickej totality a aj po jej pade sa o synagdgu obetavo staral
posledny prislunik bardejovskej zidovskej komunity Maximilidn Spira.

Synagoga Chevra Misnajot

STOCKLOVA 20, 085 01 BARDEJOV

Zidovsky spolok Chevra Mignajot dokon¢il stavbu synagégy

na Stockelovej ulici v roku 1935. Vstup do budovy a pravdepodobne

aj schodisko na zensku galériu sa nachddzali v lavej ¢asti budovy.
Hebrejsky népis na prieceli obsahoval tidaj o roku, ked zacala vystavba
synagdgy a nazov spolku, ktorému budova patrila. V povojnovom
obdobi objekt prestal definitivne sliZit ndbozenskym potrebam torza
zidovskej komunity. Objekt prezil dodnes v znaéne pozmenenej podobe.

Synagoga v Raslaviciach
HLAVNA 174, 086 41 RASLAVICE

Okolo roku 1848 zilo v Raslaviciach a v susednych obciach asi 270
Zidov. Potrebovali teda modlitebtiu, rabina, $6cheta (ritudlneho
misiara), bitinok, mikve (ritudlne kipele) a cintorin. Zidia tu mali
nielen svoju modlitebriu - synagdgu, ale aj ostatné zidovské
ustanovizne, z ktorych sa zachovala iba synagéga, stary a novy
zidovsky cintorin a niekolko rodinnych domov.

Zidovsky cintorin
UL. LUDOVITA STURA, 085 O1 BARDEJOV

Cintorin tvori prevazne trdvnatd plocha, na ktorej sa nachadza 1288
hrobov z 18. az 20. storo¢ia. Najstarsia ¢ast cintorina je situovana

na severe v blizkosti toku malého potoka. Najvyznamnej$im znakom
tohto cintorina boli farebné nahrobky. Tento sp6sob zdobenia zaviedli
¢lenovia rabinskej dynastie Halberstammovcov z mesta Nowy Sacz.
Uprostred cintorina je postavend mald murovand budova (hebr. ohel),
v ktorej st pochovani rabin Moge (1848 - 1903), jeho manzelka Rachel
Fajga a ich syn, rabin Jechiel Natan (1866 - 1934). V st¢asnosti

je cintorin v dobrom stave vdaka revitalizdcii medzi rokmi 2005 a 2009.

Zidovsky cintorin Bet Olam v Zborove
MLYNSKA 13, 086 33 ZBOROV

Je ndrodnou kultirnou pamiatkou. Zriadili ho zadiatkom 18. storo¢ia
a bol v prevadzke az do polovice 20. storoéia. V roku 1910 Zilo

v Zborove 655 Zidov.

Zborov bol od zadiatku 19. storo¢ia aj sidlom rabindtu. Posledny
zborovsky rabin Igndc Ansel, ktory bol zdroveri aj hlavnym okresnym
rabinom, zomrel v roku 1937 a je pochovany na tomto cintorine.

Pamitnik holokaustu
MLYNSKA 13, 085 O1 BARDEJOV

Pamitnik holokaustu v Bardejove, susediaci so Zidovskym suburbiom,
vznikol ako posvitné miesto vzdavajice tctu jednotliveom a rodindm
tvoriacich prekvitajicu Zidovskd komunitu, ktord v désledku hroz
holokaustu uz viac neexistuje.

Na 14 tabuliach v tvare ndhrobnych kameriov je zobrazenych 3 381
mien obeti holokaustu z Bardejova a okolitych obei. Jednotlivé rodiny
st zoradené abecedne v nasledujiicom poradi - otec, matka, deti
alebo ini rodinni prislu$nici.

Umelecké dielo ,Dévidova hviezda“ m4 2 ¢asti, obe majt tvar
trojuholnika. Monument je umiestneny na povodnych zelezniénych
kolajniciach, ktoré symbolizujt deportacie Zidov z bardejovskej
Zelezni¢nej stanice na miesta, odkial sa vi¢$ina z nich nevratila.
Vonkajsie steny stvarujt staré domy, kde byvali Zidia pred
deportaciami a ktoré boli neskor zbirané. Dodnes sa zachovala

len jedna pdvodna stena.

Odhalenie pamétnika sa uskuto¢nilo 24. jina 2014 za Gi¢asti viac ako
450 obyvatelov Bardejova, a vyznamnych hosti zo Slovenska

i celého sveta.

The area is the most important site of Jewish cultural heritage

in Bardejov. The complex of Jewish ritual buildings consists of the Old
Synagogue, the House of Assembly (Hebrew: bet hamidrash), the ritual
bath (Hebrew: mikveh), the expansion tower and the boiler room.

The Old Synagogue was declared a national cultural monument in 1970,
the mikveh and bet hamidrash in 2000. In the same year, the historic
core of Bardejov, together with the Jewish suburb, was inscribed

on the UNESCO World Heritage List.

Synagoga Chevra Bikur Cholim

KLASTORSKA 10, 085 O1 BARDEJOV

In 1929, the Jewish Society for the Care of the Sick (Hebrew: Chevra
Bikur Cholim) converted one of the houses into a synagogue on today's
Klastorska Street. The most representative area of the synagogue is the
prayer hall. The pews face the eastern wall. Between the two Gothic
windows there is a box with the Torah. The entire interior is decorated
with decorative ornamental paintings. The synagogue survived World
War II without damage thanks to the heroism of Anna Koperniech.
During the period of communist totalitarianism and even after its fall,
the synagogue was selflessly cared for by the last member of the
Bardejov Jewish community, Maximilian Spira.

Synagéga Chevra Mi$najot
STOCKLOVA 20, 085 01 BARDEJOV

The Jewish association Chevra Mishnayot completed the construction
of the synagogue on Stockelova Street in 1935. The entrance to the
building and probably the staircase to the women's gallery were located
in the left part of the building. The Hebrew inscription on the fagade
indicated the year in which the construction of the synagogue began
and the name of the association to which the building belonged.

In the post-war period, the building ceased to serve the religious needs
of the torso of the Jewish community definitively. The building

has survived to this day in a considerably altered form.

Synagéga v Raslaviciach
HLAVNA 174, 086 41 RASLAVICE

Around 1848, about 270 Jews lived in Raslavice and in the
neighbouring villages. Thus, they needed a house of prayer, a rabbi,
a shochet (ritual butcher), a slaughterhouse, a mikveh (ritual bath)
and a cemetery. The Jews not only had their prayer house - the
synagogue, but also other Jewish institutions, of which only the
synagogue, the old and new Jewish cemetery and a few family houses
have survived.

Zidovsky cintorin
UL. LUDOVITA STURA, 085 01 BARDEJOV

The cemetery consists mainly of a grassy area with 1,288 graves from
the 18th to the 20th century. The oldest part of the cemetery is situated
in the north near the small stream. The most prominent feature of this
cemetery was the colourful gravestones. This method of decoration
was introduced by members of the Halberstamm rabbinical dynasty
from the town of Nowy Sacz. In the middle of the cemetery is a small
brick building (Hebrew: ohel) in which Rabbi Moshe (1848-1903),

his wife Rachel Fajga and their son, Rabbi Yechiel Natan (1866-1934),
are buried. Today, the cemetery is in good condition thanks

to revitalization between 2005 and 2009.

Zidovsky cintorin Bet Olam v Zborove
MLYNSKA 13, 086 33 ZBOROV

It is a national cultural monument. It was established at the beginning
of the 18th century and was in use until the middle of the 20th century.
In 1910, 655 Jews lived in Zborov.

Zborov was also the seat of the rabbinate from the beginning of the
19th century. The last rabbi of Zborov, Ignaz Ansel , who was also the
chief rabbi of the district, died in 1937 and is buried in this cemetery.

Pamitnik holokaustu
MLYNSKA 13, 085 01 BARDEJOV

The Holocaust Memorial in Bardejov, adjacent to the Jewish Suburbs,
was created as a sacred site honouring the individuals and families
who made up the thriving Jewish community that no longer exists

as a result of the horrors of the Holocaust.

The 14 tombstone-shaped plaques display the names of 3,381
Holocaust victims from Bardejov and surrounding communities.

The individual families are arranged alphabetically in the following
order - father, mother, children or other family members.

The artwork "Star of David" has 2 parts, both in the shape of a triangle.
The monument is placed on the original railway tracks, which
symbolize the deportation of Jews from the Bardejov railway station
to places from where most of them did not return. The outer walls
represent the old houses where the Jews lived before the deportations
and which were later demolished. Only one original wall has survived
to this day.

The unveiling of the memorial took place on 24 June 2014

with the participation of more than 450 residents of Bardejov,

and distinguished guests from Slovakia and around the world.
